Hauraki School currently offers four walking school bus routes, starting from Hart Rd, 
Jutland Rd, Eversleigh Rd and Walter St. We strongly encourage children to walk to school 
as it promotes healthy living, provides opportunity to make new friends, and helps reduce 
chaos at the school gate.

What is it? 

• A walking school bus is just like a school bus except children walk to school under the supervision of adult 

volunteers, creating a safe and social journey to school. 

• Children are collected from stops along a planned route and dropped off at the school gate. Along the way 
they learn how to safely negotiate the road and have an opportunity to socialise and share stories with 
friends and neighbours. What a great way to travel to school! 

• Walking school buses also make a contribution to reducing the amount of traffic around schools – in 
Auckland there are more than 200 active walking school buses, with over 4,000 children regularly walking to 
school. That’s a lot of active feet on the street.
